· We have been on Group wise: 16 years

· Groupwise does not integrate well with smart phones

· unstable

· Google

· Microsoft and Google are the two primary players in e-mail providers

· IT ran a blog around e-mail providers: 81% of those on blog chose google

· 50% of students are forwarding e-mail to Google accounts

· Affordable

· Google is a leader in collaboration and interfacing

· Other applications come with Google e-mail: integrated instant messaging, video and vice chat; calendar; Google  docs; sites; video
· Process of Transition
· Students: December 13; Employees: Spring 2011

· E-mail address will stay the same OR you can change it to first.last@sou.edu
· Migration of Groupwise mailbox “folders” conversted to “labels”

· Migration of Groupwise archive (unarchive)

· Personal calendars and personal contact lists will be migrated as well

· Microsoft Outlook and Mac Mail are supported-recommendations may be made in the future for the use of these
