	General Organization

Introduction 
	The introduction makes a claim, but fails to pose a question or poses a question that does not have opposing points of view.
	Introduction explains why this question is important to consider sociologically, politically, economically, and/or philosophically
	Introduction explains why this question is important to consider sociologically, politically, economically, and/or philosophically (includes more than two perspectives in the analysis)

	General Organization

Required sections
	One of more sections are missing; or paper is improperly organized
	Essay includes all four sections; each section is two to three pages in length
	Essay includes all four sections; each section two to three pages in length; a cover page and a full bibliography are included 

	Analyzing Perspectives

Identifies an issue on which there is disagreement
	Author identifies an issue on which there is disagreement but ignores explicit and implicit points of disagreement on the issue
	Author identifies and articulates explicit points of disagreement that cause conflict
	Author identifies and articulates implicit points of disagreement that are not obvious but are the underlying cause of conflict

	Analyzing Perspectives

Identifies positions and the reasoning behind them
	Does not articulate clear positions or articulates positions but does not present clear lines of reasoning to support those positions.
	Articulates positions and the basic reasoning underlying the positions.  Does not address or incompletely addresses the errors or holes in the reasoning.
	Articulates detailed perspectives and the reasoning behind them and if a strong line of reasoning does not underlie the position, articulates the errors or holes in the reasoning

	Argument Strength
Providing sufficient or appropriate evidence
	Fails to provide convincing evidence for the claim by citing evidence that may be inaccurate, inappropriately referenced, or insufficient (parts of the claim are left unaddressed)
	With no major errors, presents all relevant, accurate and properly cited evidence needed to support the claim
	Presents a clear and accurate treatment of all available evidence that addresses the central point of the claim.  Considers what evidence is missing and how it should affect the evaluation of the claim

Fluidity
	Connections between sections, paragraphs and sentences are unclear  and/or choppy
	Connections between sections, paragraphs and sentences are fluid and clear most of the time
	Connections between sections, paragraphs, and sentences are consistently fluid and clear

Punctuation and Citing
	More than two punctuation mistakes exist in the piece
	One or two punctuation mistakes exist in the piece
	Punctuation is used correctly throughout piece

Spelling
	More than two spelling errors exist in the piece
	One or two spelling errors exist in the piece
	Spelling is correct throughout
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
