
Curricular changes for Faculty Senate Approval
The following new courses and new minors have been approved by the Curriculum Committee at meetings held on 2/25/11, 3/4/11, 3/31/11, 4/7/11, 4/21/11, 4/28/11, and 5/511.  These are forwarded to Faculty Senate for approval.

EMERGING MEDIA AND DIGITAL ARTS (new program) (approved 2/25/11, 6Y/0N/0A)
New Courses
EMDA 350
Projects in Digital Media, 4 credits (maximum 12 credits) (CIP 09.0702)

In a collaborative learning environment, students develop and produce original digital projects while conducting critical investigations into our role as participants in and products of digitally mediated culture.  Prerequisite:  EMDA 201, 202, or 203.

EMDA 401
Research in Digital Media, 1-4 credits (maximum 8 credits) (CIP 09.0702)

Students develop and share research methodologies on digital arts and emerging media, conduct independent and collaborative critical investigations into self-selected topics, and engage in discourse on historical trends and future developments in technology and culture.  Prerequisite: EMDA 201, 202, or 203.

EMDA 407
Seminar in Digital Media, 1-4 credits (maximum 8 credits) (CIP 09.0702)

Students engage in study of and theoretical discourse on a particular era or theme of digital media, develop independent and/or collaborative critical studies on selected sub-topics, and create digital-media presentations on their findings for the campus and/or online communities.  Prerequisite:  EMDA 201, 202, or 203.

EMDA 409
Practicum in Digital Media, 1-8 credits (maximum 12 credits) (CIP 09.0702)

Students work with a faculty member to identify a community-based opportunity to develop and produce an original digital project. Students, faculty, and community partners together evaluate outcomes to assess best practices for collaborating on the creation of digital media for our communities. Prerequisite: EMDA 350.
New minor:  Emerging Media and Digital Arts (approved 3/4/11, 4Y/0N/0A)
28 credits, taken from 16 credits of EMDA courses (201/L, 202/L, 203/L, and 350), and 12 elective credits taken from a list of possible courses.  This new minor and program replaces the former Digital Media Foundations interdisciplinary program.
HONORS PROGRAM (approved 5/5/11, 5Y/0N/0A)
New Courses
HO 250
Logic and Line of Argumentation, 1 credit

The first of a three-term sequence is aimed at introducing and developing skills for constructing arguments, including deductive and inductive. A variety of samples for various disciplines will be examined as models for reasoning as well as learn to distinguish between opinion, belief, fact, and knowledge. 

HO 251
 Fallacies in Arguments, 1 credit

The second of a three-term sequence is aimed at developing skills for recognizing fallacies or errors in reasoning. Fallacies in several categories will be examined-Relevance, Weak Induction, and, Presumption and Ambiguity. 

HO 252
Varieties of Reasoning, 1 credit

The third of a three-term sequence is aimed at exploring varieties of reasoning employed in human experience and criteria used to assess these. Examples from philosophical, scientific, legal, political, moral, and religious contexts will be examined.

NAS 350
Native America in the Theatre Arts, 4 credits (approved 4/21/11, 6Y/0N0A
Explores the integration of Native American perspective in the field of theatre arts, combining traditional cultural perspectives into the world of theatre, music, dance, and acting. 
NAS 380
Native American Ecological Practices, 4 credits (approved 3/31/11 4Y/0N/0A)
Introduces students to the concepts of Native American ecological knowledge and practices, and to the basic relationships among ecology stewardship, and sustainability within traditional and contemporary applications throughout Native America.  
NAS 390
Introduction to the Nine Tribes of Oregon, 4 credits (approved 4/21/11, 6Y/0N/0A_
Provides an introductory overview of the nine federally recognized tribes of Oregon.  Explores the origins and transitions from pre-contact to contemporary.  Discussion of the Native perspective on the development of Oregon and her inhabitants.  

NAS 391
The Nine Tribes of Oregon – Continuum, 4 credits (approved 3/31/11 4Y/0N/0A)
Explores the cultural continuum of the Nine Tribes of Oregon during the Colonial period in Oregon. Reviews the impacts of Lewis and Clark, the Oregon Trail, the Gold Rush days, and reservation development upon the indigenous peoples of Oregon.
UNIVERSITY SEMINAR (approved 2/25/11, 6Y/0N/0A)
New Courses
USEM 100
Transition to College Writing, 4 credits (CIP 24.0199)

Serves as a transition course to introduce students to the format of University Seminar and college courses with pedagogies of critical reading, writing, and critical thinking necessary for both classroom discussion and written assignments. Modeled after University Seminar courses, the course strengthens student skills by instruction, practice, and directed feedback on all assignments. Students with low placement scores (Directed Self Assessment, SAT reading) and/or recommended by DSS, Success at Southern, and Academic Support Programs must successfully pass USEM 100 with a C- or above before enrolling in USEM 101.  

WR 121
English Composition – I, 4 credits 

Teaches rhetoric, the writing process, and critical reading and thinking at the college level. Through formal and informal writing the student will identify and use a variety of rhetorical strategies, selecting ones appropriate to a given writing situation and intended audience. Fundamental skills in planning, drafting, revising, and editing lead to essays with focused and argumentative claims, backed by logical reasoning and researched evidence.  Restrictions: course is online, and registration is restricted to students entering or completing SOU online degree program.  In special circumstances, University Seminar Director or Instructor may permit enrollment by students needing Foundational Strand writing credits.

Elementary Education with Honors, BA or BS (new program) (approved 4/21/11, 6Y/0N/0A)
· Available to students in the licensure program

· Complete four required education courses approved for the honors program, from ED 459H (Foundations), ED 457H (Curriculum, Instruction, and Assessment), ED 460 (Diversity), ED 462H (Human Development, Cognition, and Learning), and ED 466H (Human Relations).

· Create an enhanced Professional Portfolio

· Maintain a 3.5 GPA.
