CURRICULUM  COMMITTEE
February 4, 2011

The meeting began at 2:00 p.m.  The minutes from the January 28 meeting were accepted.
Business catalog changes
René Ordoñez explained proposed catalog changes for School of Business.  Two new courses are proposed, BA 218 (Personal Finance) and BA 450/550 (Using GIS in Business). Both courses were piloted last year, and both have been proposed for University Studies.  The GIS course will be taught in the School of Business computer lab.  For modified courses, the committee discussed the issue of requiring a certain grade in a course as a prerequisite.  Acklin will raise this issue with Faculty Senate.
The Hospitality and Tourism minor will be discontinued.  (The focus option in the major is not affected.)  The graduate certificate and focus option in Management of Aging Services will be suspended, as the funding to pay the instructor has ended.  The department hopes to find another mechanism for funding this program so it can be offered again.  The courses for these programs will remain for now, as some will need to be taught for students already in the program.  

Dungan/Carney moved to approve the School of Business catalog changes, including the addition of the prerequisite of “junior standing or above” to BA 450/550, and correction of EC 201 and 202 to admission to the School of Business.  The motion passed 4Y/0N/0A.  Ordoñez departed the meeting.  
Anthropology
Anne Chambers explained wording changes in course descriptions for several anthropology courses, and which courses fulfill International Studies major requirements.  Carney asked about the Ritual and Religion course, general questions about the anthropology topics courses and regional area courses.  
Gender, Sexuality, and Women’s Studies
One new course is proposed, GSWS 301 (Introduction to Queer Studies).  It has been taught as a 399.  There was a brief discussion about the correct usage of the word “queer”; Winkler responded that this is no longer a pejorative term, and deals with sexual identity.  

International Studies
Linda Wilcox Young explained the broader choices of courses proposed, and clarifying language to make it easier for students.  (Chambers departed the meeting.)

Social Sciences, Policy and Culture
In the catalog, the SSPC department would like the Geography program information to appear within SSPC, not just in Environmental Studies.  Thorpe will investigate ways to have the program and minor be visible in both SSPC and ES.  There was also a question about how the geography courses are set up in Acalog—Thorpe and Armstrong will look into this.  
Sociology
Fields explained the proposed new course SOC 425, and gave more information about the other proposed changes.  The committee discussed prerequisites for the new course, which are clarified as SOC 204, plus one additional upper division sociology course or instructor permission.  Armstrong asked whether she should list each possible upper division sociology course in Banner.  There was a discussion about articulation for lower division sociology courses.  Young, Winkler, and Fields departed the meeting.

Cedar Face/Dungan moved to approve all the Social Sciences, Policy and Culture [anthropology, GSWS, International Studies, SSPC/geography, and Sociology] catalog changes, with the modifications Thorpe noted.  The motion passed 4Y/0N/0A.

Question: when can minor catalog changes be effective?  We will discuss this when catalog change review is finished.
