CURRICULUM  COMMITTEE
February 18, 2009

Present:  Acklin, Cedar Face, Nordquist, Photinos, Siders, Steinle, Pohl, Thorpe

The meeting began at 3:10 p.m.  The minutes from the February 11 meeting were approved.

Faculty Senate update
The two Sustainability certificates (graduate and undergraduate) were approved, with the removal of psychology courses that are no longer offered.  The International Business Certificate and Bachelor of Applied Science in Management were discussed, but not voted on.

Wine Appreciation course
The School of Business has renumbered this course from BA 413 to BA 230, and added a prerequisite that students must be 21 years old.  Although the course description does not specify this, wine will be sampled in the class.  Some committee members felt the learning objectives were vague and lofty, and should be more specific.  Others felt the course title does not match the actual course content, which includes more of the business aspects of the wine industry.  Siders said the course always has good enrollment.  Cedar Face/Siders moved to approve BA 230, if the learning objectives are made more specific.  The motion passed 5Y/0N/0A.

Anthropology
There is one new course, ANTH 336 (Global/Local Interconnections).  The committee wondered whether the course should have any prerequisites.  It is a topics course, and it was unclear what the maximum number of credits are for the course.  Acklin/Nordquist moved to approve ANTH 336, but suggest the program consider requiring upper division standing or course prerequisites.  A friendly amendment was made to rename the course Topics in Global/Local Interconnections.  The motion passed 5Y/0N/0A.

Cedar Face/Acklin moved to approve all the other catalog changes for Anthropology; the motion passed 4Y/0N/1A (Photinos).

Applied Multimedia
These catalog changes were minimal, and were unanimously approved.

Art and Art History
ARTH 496 (Capstone) has been designed for art history majors.  Cedar Face/Siders moved to approve and it pass unanimously.  
DMF 202/DMF 202L:  there was discussion about whether there is a course fee; the fee is part of the lab course.  Cedar Face/Siders moved to approve, and the motion passed unanimously.

Nordquist/Cedar Face moved to accept the other art and art history catalog changes; the motion passed unanimously.

Chemistry
The committee discussed some prerequisite language of requiring a C- or better. Photinos/Nordquist moved to approve the chemistry catalog changes; the motion passed 4Y/1N (Acklin)/ 0A.

Communication
The committee discussed the background material presented on the new option of Convergent Media.  There are two new courses with a new CM prefix (for Convergent Media); some committee members were concerned about introducing this new course prefix.  The new Convergent Media option would replace the Media Arts option, and include the journalism and video production areas.  The committee generally was in favor of the idea of convergent media, but had questions about how the new curriculum compares with the old.  Representatives from the department will be invited to the next meeting.  (Photinos departed the meeting.)

Criminology and Criminal Justice
A new course, CCJ 302 (Orientation to Criminology and Criminal Justice Online) was discussed, but the committee felt it was more appropriately a lower division course.  The course was not approved, and the department will be asked to consider renumbering it as lower division.

CCJ 309 (Research Methods in Criminology/Criminal Justice) was approved unanimously.

CCJ 406 (CCJ Teaching Assistant) is not intended for graduate students.  The course was approved 3Y/0N/1A (Nordquist).
