CURRICULUM  COMMITTEE
March 5, 2010

Present:  Acklin, Carney, Cedar Face, Pittman, Slattery, Steinle, Armstrong, Thorpe

The meeting began at 2:11 p.m.  The minutes from the February 19 meeting were accepted.

Digital Art and Design minor
We now have the library report for this minor.  Cedar Face pointed out that the library has seen a 40% reduction in funds to purchase new materials.  Although the library report recommends that more library materials are recommended to support this minor, the library does not intend to block approval for the minor.  Thorpe reminded the committee that Peg Sjogren had written a note to the committee saying that because of the rapidly changing field of digital technology, the department will not be relying on purchased printed materials as much as other resources.  After further discussion, Pittman/Slattery moved to approve the new minor in Digital Art and Design; the motion passed 3Y/1N (Cedar Face)/0A.
SOC/SSPC 241
Acklin said that the committee’s email responses about this new course is that it can now go forward to Faculty Senate, along with her memo summarizing what she learned about the discussions among faculty in sociology, mathematics, and SSPC.

Honors courses
Acklin will ask Fredna Grimland to provide information on how honors course sections will be approved by the Honors Council.

Other miscellaneous catalog changes:
OAL 375:  add OAL 275 to prerequisites (Slattery/Cedar Face motion approved 4Y/0N/0A.)
ART 334 and 337:  these two new course proposals have been revised and approved by the CAS dean.  They are included in the curriculum for the Digital Art and Design minor.  (Cedar Face/Pittman motion approved 4Y/0N/0A)

TA 246:  new course Introduction to Acting, to be included in Music Theatre minor.  (During discussion, Carney arrived at the meeting.)  Cedar Face/Slattery moved to approve; motion passed 4Y/0N/1A (Carney).
PH 110 Observational Astronomy:  new course offered online.  It is proposed for Explorations, but the committee asked whether a 3-credit course can be accepted for Explorations.  Slattery/Cedar Face moved to approve PH 110 and content, but to leave the University Studies aspect to the University Studies Committee; approved 5Y/0N/0A.

Pre-Engineering catalog changes:  this catalog section expanded to include information on interdisciplinary physics/engineering degrees, and renamed section Pre-Engineering.  (Acklin/Slattery motion approved 5Y/0N/0A)

Physics:  there are a few course additions and removals in the requirements for the major.  One course (ENGR 462) originally added to requirements will be removed because it was not approved by the CAS dean.  After discussion, Carney/Slattery moved to approve these changes; motion passed 5Y/0N/0A.
