The meeting began at 9:05 a.m.  The minutes from the May 7 meeting were accepted with one correction.

End of year report
Acklin will write a summary of the committee’s work for Faculty Senate, and distribute the draft to the Curriculum Committee for review.

Curriculum manual
The committee continued its work on creating a manual for curricular change.  Acklin noted that the Table of Contents has been rearranged.  She has asked for feedback from the University Studies Committee and Graduate Council.  Acklin said Mada Morgan commented that the document focuses on Curriculum Committee work.  We can add information about the parallel processes of the other curriculum oversight groups, with links to the other committees’ materials.

Armstrong said the other curricular groups don’t necessarily follow the timelines given in the chart.  Levin said the term “Building Curriculum at SOU” may not be an accurate title for the document, since other groups have different procedures.  

Steinle explained the draft of the introductory section for the manual.  The purpose of the manual is to describe how curriculum is managed at SOU.  The SOU Mission Statement will be added to the intro section.  Other questions included whether the Curriculum Committee should see every course (including graduate courses and honors courses); whether the University Studies Committee should merge back with the Curriculum Committee (consensus was No).  For the proposed FAQ section, each committee member was asked to provide two questions (and answers) for this section.

Next week the committee will review the timeline chart.  The meeting adjourned at 9:45 a.m.
