Faculty Development Committee

1. Approval of Minutes 
The Faculty Development Committee (FDC) approved the minutes of October 21, 2008.
2. Change in Carpenter II Request from Spring Solicitation

Dr. Terry Longshore requested a change in his Carpenter II application submitted to the FDC in spring 2008 during the first allocation cycle for 2008-09.  He would like to attend a different conference rather than the one proposed in his original application.  The FDC approved this request. 
3. Carpenter II Grants

The FDC reviewed 33 applications for the second allocation cycle of Carpenter II Grants for the 2008-09 academic year.  The FDC members evaluated each Carpenter II application individually by rating it Strong (1), Moderate (2), or Inappropriate (3).  These numerical ratings were added together to provide an evaluation score for each Carpenter II application.  A score from 6.0 to 8.4 represents a strong application; requests made by applicants in this category were fully funded.  A score of 8.5 to 11.9 represents moderately strong applications; requests made by these applicants were funded up to $300.  Applications that scored greater than 12.0 were considered inappropriate for the Carpenter II program; these applications were not funded.   The FDC recommends allocations of $13,600 to faculty members to present, preside as an officer, or attend conferences during the 2008-09 academic year.  The recommended allocated funds for individual faculty members are summarized in the attached table.  
4. President’s Mini-Grant Program
SOU President Dr. Mary Cullinan announced the development of a new grant program to support faculty members mentoring undergraduates in research projects.  The Faculty Senate determined that the review of applications submitted to this newly created program would be evaluated by the FDC.  In order to streamline this process, Bill Elliott (FDC chair) will meet with the President and the Provost to discuss the President’s Mini-Grants and to develop an application form and criteria for evaluation.  This meeting is scheduled for 4 PM on Wednesday, November 12, 2008.
5. Professional Development Grants, 2009-2011
The status of Professional Development Grants for the next academic year (2009-2010) will be resolved following the approval of the 2009-2011 APSOU Bargaining Agreement.  At present, it is unclear if $42,000 will be available for disbursement for the 2009-2010 academic year.  Bill Elliott (FDC chair) will meet with the Provost and the President of APSOU to discuss the importance of Professional Development Grants.  Once the 2009-2011 APSOU Bargaining Agreement is approved (~January 2009), the FDC will develop a timeline for the solicitation and review of Professional Development Grants.
6. Other
Our next meeting will be scheduled during the winter term to review applications submitted to the President’s Mini-Grant program.  Applications for this newly created program are due to the FDC by January 20, 2009.  This solicitation will be for supporting faculty and student research during winter and spring 2009.
